TO AVOID DISQUALIFICATION, PLEASE READ ALL RULES CAREFULLY. 

ANY QUERIES, PLEASE PHONE THE CONVENOR OF THE SECTION LISTED AT THE BEGINNING OF  

THE RELEVANT SECTION.  EACH SECTION HAS ITS OWN ADDITIONAL RULES. 

 A DEFINITIONS 

          1 EXCEPT WHERE OTHERWISE STATED this competition is open to amateurs only (those who do not derive their MAJOR income from 

performance).  

          2 RESTRICTED means not having won a first prize (irrespective of age) in any Eisteddfod or competition in the same category in which the 

competitor is entering as at the closing date for entries. 

 3 The word LOCAL means a student receiving regular tuition in voice or dance at a school or studio within the City of Dubbo. 
  

B ENTRIES 

          1 Entries in all classes must be in writing on the appropriate forms provided and must be lodged TO THE POSTAL ADDRESS ONLY ON OR 

BEFORE THE NOMINATED CLOSING DATE. NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS DATE.  (Additional forms will be 

made available as stated on Entry Forms).  Forms may be photocopied. 

          2 No entry will be recorded unless accompanied by the full entry fee and signed in the appropriate place. 

          3 Fees payable by CHEQUE or POSTAL ORDER ONLY. 

          4 Only ONE entry is allowed in each class for each competitor in solos, duets or duos. 

          5 In duet classes, the name and date of birth of BOTH competitors must appear on Entry Form. 

          6 The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry. 

          7 For specific requirements regarding entry to CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES - please refer to appropriate sections of the Syllabus.  
  

C COMPETITORS AND COPYRIGHT REQUIREMENTS 

          1 In all competitions subject to age limit, the age shall be taken as at the 31st December in the year of the Eisteddfod. The Committee reserves the 

right to call upon any competitor to provide proof of age. Competitors must pay admission to any sessions they attend where they are not 

competing. 

          2 Competitors must not appear on stage wearing medals or decorations. 

          3 In OWN CHOICE classes, competitors must hand ONE copy of the selected music, vocal score or recitation, as the case may be, to the appointed 

person at least FIFTEEN MINUTES prior to the commencement of the particular class. 

          4 COPY - Competitors must clearly show on the front of the copy in the top right hand corner- class number, competitor number and item name. If 

two pieces are required the copy must clearly show piece one and piece two. (For Instrumental and Vocal classes ONLY a copyright statement to 

be secured to back of each copy).  STICKERS or LABELS must not cover the music. Post-it notes may be used on original pieces only.  The 

committee accepts no responsibility for the loss or damage to any music or paper.   

          5 COPYRIGHT - Vocal/Instrumental, Speech and Drama ONLY. Except where a LICENSED COPY has been obtained, competitors are 

responsible for ALL royalty and copyright payments and liabilities if any. 

          6 Vocal/Instrumental only: The competitor may hand in a music photocopy for the Adjudicator provided ï  

  a) Form 2 is attached to EACH photocopy ie Adjudication copy for use at Eisteddfod; 

  b) Form 1 must be completed by each performer OR the teacher may sign on behalf of several students entered on the same Entry Form and 

attached to the entry form. 

  c) The original music to be used by the competitor.  All photocopies will be destroyed. 

          7 Competitors competing in more than one class must not repeat the same routine or item. 

          8 Competitors must comply with the TIME LIMITS stated in the Syllabus. They will not be adjudicated after the specified time (indicated by the 

bell) has elapsed. 

          9 No person may take the place of another person in the Program. 

          10 Any competitor who has been taught, coached or advised by the Adjudicator in the six months prior to the opening date of the City of Dubbo 

Eisteddfod shall be ineligible to compete in that particular section.  

          11 Once a competitor has withdrawn from a class, they will not be permitted to re-enter the same class in the current Eisteddfod. 
  

D MUSIC/ACCOMPANISTS 

  1 NO OFFICIAL ACCOMPANIST WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR VOCAL and INSTRUMENTAL CLASSES. Competitors are responsible 

for arranging their own accompanist. All negotiations are between the competitor and the accompanist. 

  2   The Grand Piano will be in a predetermined position on the stage and IS NOT TO BE MOVED at any time during a section or session unless 

permission is granted by the Adjudicator. 

          3 A modern sound system is provided, with a competent operator, for the playing of CDs. Please use only CD-R. ALL CDS (NOT CASES) MUST 

BE CLEARLY MARKED with the COMPETITORôS NAME, NUMBER and CLASS. CDôs must be handed to the operator FIFTEEN 

minutes before the commencement of the class. 

          4 All CDs must be set to commence playing as soon as the Adjudicatorôs bell rings. The Adjudicator reserves the right to downgrade or disqualify 

any competitor who does not comply with this rule. 

 E PRIZES 

          1 The Committee invests the Adjudicator with the power to withhold any prize where he or she is of the opinion that insufficient merit has been 

displayed. 

          2 Except for Championships, before TWO places can be given in a class at least FOUR competitors must enter, and for THREE places at least SIX 

competitors must enter. 

          3 The Committee reserves the right to vary any prize monies if there are fewer than FIVE entries received.

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          4 The Committee and/or Adjudicator reserve the right to divide cash prizes to the place getters in the event of a tie. 

          5 In Championship Classes where the entries are less than five, the Committee reserves the right to reduce the prize money. 

          6 Prizewinners, as nominated by the ADJUDICATOR, may be asked to perform at the GRAND CONCERT to be held on the last Saturday evening 

of the Eisteddfod in the Civic Centre. 
          7 It is the responsibility of competitors to collect prizes and reports. These MUST be collected by the final day of the Eisteddfod competition.  

          8  If there are insufficient entries in any class to justify it being run, the Committee reserves the right to omit it from the Program or combine it with 

another class in the Section.     

          9   All Trophy Winners will be presented with the Trophy and a Replica. The Perpetual Trophy will REMAIN in the custody of the Society.  
  
F ADJUDICATION 

          1 The Committee reserves the right to arrange for adjudication by a person at any time, whether or not this person has been named or appointed 

Official Adjudicator. 

          2 Decisions of the Adjudicator must be accepted as final, unless a protest is lodged under Rule G2, in which case the decision of the Committee will 

be final. 

          3 A detailed adjudication will be available free of charge to all competitors in all classes. These Adjudicatorôs Reports will be available at the 

completion of the following class or session.  Individual competitors are requested to collect and sign for their own reports. 

          4 IF ANY COMPETITOR, TEACHER OR PARENT APPROACHES THE ADJUDICATOR BEFORE, DURING OR AFTER ANY 

CLASS, THE COMPETITOR WILL BE DISQUALIFIED. 
  

G GENERAL 

          1 Competitors not ready to perform when called upon WILL FORFEIT the right to compete. 

          2   In the case of a protest, the person entering the protest must lodge the necessary deposit of TEN DOLLARS  ($10.00), together with the protest, 

with the Convenor or President within THIRTY (30) MINUTES of  the Adjudicatorôs announcement of his or her decision. The protest shall be in 

writing and must set out the circumstances of the protest. Should the protest be upheld, the deposit will be returned. 

          3 The Committee reserves the right to amend the program at any time. 

          4 NO TEACHER OR PARENT will be allowed on the platform or stage area with a competitor unless as an accompanist, conductor or with 

permission to assist with handling of props. THIS RULE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED. 

          5 NO PROMPTING OR ASSISTANCE of any kind, except that offered by the Adjudicator, shall be given during a performance. 

          6    NO REHEARSALS ARE ALLOWED ON THE STAGE DURING THE EISTEDDFOD. 

          7 Except under exceptional conditions, entry fees WILL NOT be refunded. 

          8 All care has been taken in compiling this Syllabus but the Committee reserves the right to rectify any errors or omissions that appear in prize 

monies or items. 

          9 No person, except for the professional video and photographic operators appointed by the Committee, shall be allowed to use an IMAGE OR 

SOUND RECORDING DEVICE in the auditorium.  

        10 MOBILE PHONES and PAGERS are to be SWITCHED OFF at all times whilst in the venue. 

        11 Dressing Rooms and amenities are to be left clean and tidy. 

        12 No responsibility will be taken for lost or damaged property. 

        13 All equipment and props must be removed from the stage and hall at the conclusion of each session.  

        14 Unless otherwise indicated in the Syllabus, groups shall consist of three (3) or more competitors. 

        15 Special Needs competitors are most welcome. Please advise special requirements on Entry Form.
