5. In Drama classes, suitable costume or rehearsal blacks are to be worn.

6.Where, due to lack of entries, two classes have been combined, competitors may, without prejudice, perform

the piece originally set for their class. Where two classes have been combined, the prizes will be those stated
for the more senior of the classes.

7. Groups must be called by names not letters and numbers.

8. Competitors in classes where both a SPECIFIED age and a SPECIFIED year in High School could make them
eligible to compete twice in the one class, must select one class or the other.
